The staff members of the organization provided 

counselling to the shelters where the labors 

reside in Pithoragarh, Jhulaghat and Dharchula 

with the help of the Health deaprtment, 

Pithoragarh. The doctors, nursers, police and 

para medical workers were provided PPE kits 

and supportive incentives with the help of Red 

Cross (Mother C.S.O) in Pithoragarh and 

Bageshwar. 

The organization was given support by the Red 

Cross Society for distributing Rashan kit to the 

families in need in Kanda area of Bageshwar.
